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The Fairfield Area School Board met on Monday evening, January 23, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. in the district board room with these members in attendance: Mrs. Pam Mikesell, presiding, Mr. Mike McDonald, Mrs. Amy Randt, Mrs. Agatha Foscato, Mrs. Melissa Cavey, and Mr. Raymond Beaumont, Sr.  Mrs. Marcy Van Metre, Mr. Bruce Lefeber and Mr. Mark Greathouse were absent.
Also present were Mr. William Chain, Superintendent; Mrs. Barbara Richwine, Elementary Principal; Mrs. Patricia Weber, MS Principal; Mr. Brian McDowell, Acting HS Principal; Ms. Caroline Dean, Business Manager and Board Secretary; and Ms. Karen Kugler, Coordinator of Curriculum and Special Programs. 

Minutes Approved

The Board unanimously approved the minutes of the January 9, 2012 school board meeting on a motion made by Mr. McDonald and seconded by Mrs. Cavey.

Presentations

Mr. Walter Barlow, President of F.A.S.T. (Fairfield Athletics Stand Together) presented a check for $3,150 to the district which Mr. McDowell accepted.  The money is to be used for lockers at the stadium which will allow the Athletic Director to lock up athletic equipment and uniforms, thereby protecting our board’s investments.  Mr. Chain stated that the district is pleased with the impact that F.A.S.T. is having on the district and also thanked the group for softball/baseball field scoreboards.  

Mrs. Audrey Anderson, High School Spanish Teacher spoke about the rousing success of Operation Christmas Child at the district.  Sponsored by the Foreign Language Club, our students filled 46 total shoeboxes with everything from hygiene items to toys for delivery to needy children around the world.  Our boxes specifically went to the Ukraine, Mali and Zimbabwe.  This project had participants from amongst the teaching staff, students, family members, and administration and truly allowed the great attitude of our student population to shine.

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Other Action Items:

A. Approved the 2012-2013 LIU#12 General Operating Budget.

The LIU plays a big role in our ability to provide services for students with special needs.  The budget approved is not necessarily indicative of what we, as a district, will ultimately pay the LIU in the next fiscal year.  

On a motion made by Mrs. Cavey and seconded by Mr. McDonald, a roll call vote was taken with Mrs. Cavey, Mrs. Foscato, Mr. McDonald, Mrs. Mikesell, and Mrs. Randt casting assenting votes and Mr. Beaumount casting a dissenting vote.  The motion passed.

Other Discussion Items:
A. Mr. Chain had a dialogue with the board regarding the District’s connection to the Municipal Authority’s waste water treatment facility.  The approximate cost is $200,000 and completion is anticipated by August.  

B. Mr. Beaumont, who brings strength in law enforcement to the board, is encouraging the district to review how we discipline students.  Mr. Beaumont’s information will be reviewed by school administration.
