Background: The above budget represents a work-in-progress budget and is submitted only to comply with current legislation and PDE requirements. The budget can and will change as accurate information is received from state and federal sources. The district’s mill index cap is 0.3185 mills or 3.5%, the mill increase as listed above represents a 0.6423 mill increase or 7.25% to allow the district to consider applying for PDE exceptions, if the district is eligible for exceptions.   Please Note:  The District may not even be eligible to go beyond the 3.5% index. The regulations for exceptions have not been established by PDE.  An affirmative vote simply acknowledges the process that PDE has required all school districts to follow at this early stage of budget development.
