Say of Stock and Leader.  

Minutes Approved

The Board unanimously approved the minutes of the January 23, 2012 school board meeting on a motion made by Mr. Greathouse and seconded by Mr. McDonald.

Presentations

Ms. Sarah Bizarre, Fifth Grade Teacher, presented information on Fairfield’s Friday letters.  These letters connect students, teachers and families through the writing of a weekly letter detailing the students’ activities throughout the week. Items such as subjects, events, behavioral issues, assignments and due dates are documented and shared with family members who are required to sign the letter.  The letter allows teachers, students and families to see the progress of the student and has been positively received by the families.  An article written by Terry H. Newman and Ms. Bizzarri was published in the Reading Teacher Journal.  
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Public Comment  
Mr. Walter Barlow, President of F.A.S.T. (Fairfield Athletics Stand Together) presented a check for $1,742.68 to the district for the purpose of purchasing scoreboards for the district’s softball and baseball fields.  He also presented a check for $975.10 for reimbursement to the district for the purchase of an AED unit to be used and maintained by the athletic trainer.  The board and administrators were also provided copies of FAST’s bylaws.
