Minutes Approved

The Board unanimously approved the minutes of the February 13, 2012 school board meeting on a motion made by Mr. Beaumont and seconded by Mr. Greathouse. Roll call was taken again to reapprove the minutes with a date correction on a motion by Mr. McDonald and seconded by Mr. Greathouse, with unanimous approval. 

Presentations



Mrs. Siri Phelps, 12th Grade English Teacher and Coordinator of the Graduation Project, presented information regarding the graduation project to the Board. Fairfield’s project emphasizes six important skills; organization, problem solving, time management, creative thinking, long range planning, and communication.  During a student’s junior year a focus is placed on career exploration and during the senior year focus is placed on service.  Students spend 30 hours with a local non-profit.  All teachers and administrators participate in Senior Boards to evaluate the students’ progress.  



Mrs. Linda McMullen, Kindergarten teacher, spoke to the board about our High School seniors assisting our kindergartners with activities such as reading, math, and art projects.  The High School students develop communication skills, improve accountability and organizational skills while the kindergarten students receive one on one attention.

Mr. Chad Shaffer, President of Youth Football/Cheerleading, presented a trophy, to be displayed in the school, for the 5-6th grade boys who won their division as well as a check for $250 as a donation for field usage.  Ian Clements, an 8th grade student, spoke to the Board about Fairfield football.  He encouraged the Board to honor the players who continue to persevere in the sport.  He praised the coaches by saying that discipline is enforced.
